14th August to be observed as "Partition Horrors Remembrance Day." 

The Partition Horrors Remembrance Day has been envisaged to bring to light the agony, sufferings, 
and pain of millions of people who were sufferers of pain. It is to remind the country about the largest 
displacement of human population in the last century, which also claimed the lives of a large number 
of people. To showcase the sufferings of the partition-affected people, a play has been curated by the 
National School of Drama (NSD). 

The script of the play is designed to educate and raise awareness among students about the events of 
Partition, the impact it had on millions of lives, and the importance of remembering this chapter of 
our history.

Teacher: Good afternoon... sit down... so, let's move on... ,A meeting of All lndia Muslim League was
held at the lmperial Hotel in New Delhi on Ju ne g, tg47.

opened fire on a procession of Hindus and Sikhs.

Bengal had a completely different form.

Narrator 2: The people of Bengal were very unfortunate.

Narrator 2: Because the people of Bengal had to face displacement twice.

Narrator 2: Yes, twice.

Narrator 1: First, they all had to leave their homes and go to East Pakistan.

Narrator 2: Then they had to flee from there and come to West Bengal.

Narrator 2: Brother, the authorities there underestimated the severitY of the crisis caused by the

partition.

Narrator 1: Thousands of Hindu families fled from Dhaka and its surroundings and reachedsealdah.

Narrator 2: They didn't reach so easily. Women were robbed of their belongings on the way. They

were tormented in various waYs.

Narrator 1: Women, children, and the elderly were treated inhumanely.

Narrator 2: Whether it was women, children, or the elderly, everyone was mistreated'

Narrator 1: Yes, it's true. Women suffered greatly during the partition.

Narrator 2: Millions of families were separated from their loved ones.

Narrator 1: Not only that, people boarded trains alive , but they arrived here as pile of corpses'
