The Constitution oflndia ensures equality, freedom, justice and dignity to all individuals and
implicitiy mandates an inciusjve societi, fc.r r.ll rncluding the pericns ."vith Disabilities.
Accordingly, in the effort to ensure equal opportunities for Per.sons with Disabilities and their
participation in nation-building, the Govemment enacted "The Persons with Disabilities
(Equal opportunities, Protection ofRights and Full participation) Act, 1995". The provisions
relating to Education and Employment of pwDs are given in chapter v & vI of the Act.

2. Recently the Hon'ble Supreme court of India, in its judgement, dated 26.03.2014, in
wP (civil) No. 116 of 1998 - Justice Sunanda Bhandare Foundation V/s Union of India &
Anr, opined that even after lapse of I 8 years since its inception, the pwD Act. I 995 is still to
be implemented in its Ietter and spirit, and directed the centrar Governnent. state
Governments and Union Territories to implement the provisions of the Act positively by the
end of 2014. The Judgement is ava able on the website ofthe Supreme couri.

3. Section 46 ofthe PwD Act cast an obligation on the appropriate governments to, inter
alia, p'ovide cerlain lacilities and services in public uuitaing, ti p*or. Article 9
(Accessibility of the IIN Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities (LTNCRpD)
also says that PwDs should have access, on an equal basis with others, to the physicai
en1';ro[ilieni. io transporiili ioti, iu infornration arrd uoriliiturricaiion, inciu<iing inibnnation
and communication technologies and systems, etc.

4. In this connection, I would like to draw your attention to UGC letter
No. 6- l /2006(GPP-II) dared 30th september, 200g whereby all institutions of higher leaming
were asked to ensure barrier'fi'ee access to all the places and Braille books talting books &
sign language interpreters, etc. copy of.the letter is attached for your ready referlnce. This
was followed by another reminder on l7,h August, 2009.

5. You may please also note that in all the building grants pr.ovided by the UGC there
exists a provision of ramps, special toilets, etc.

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6. I, therefore, request you to ensure providing barrier-free environment in the
buildings, which would include provision of ramps, rails, lifts, adaptation of toilets for
wheelchair users, brail signages and auditory signals, tactile flooring etc. to pwDs, as
envisaged in the PwD Act, within three months.

7. I also request you that while ensuring implementation of the provisions of the
PwD Act in its letter and spirit, an implementation report may be submitted to uGC by
email at pwd.ugc@gmail.com latest by 51h of every month .

Sigtt
language interpreter sltould ako be provided in inslitrttions having ltearing impairad
sludents"

should lrcve d Departnxent of Distrbility Studies, wltich shottkl address all issues
relating to persons with disabilities - specially human rigltts, rehabilitution, education,
etc'"

MUMBAI: The Bombay high court has directed the savitribai Phule Pune university to

issue general instructionJ to all its colleges and other educational institutes, examination

centrei and departments concerned to providp a barrier-free environment for students

with disabilities on camPus.

A bench of chief lustice Mohit shah and lustice B P Colabawalla, who directed the

university on Thursday to ramp up its facilities for disabled students, also sought a

iompliance report by mid-Decem6er. It directed that colleges must have ram.ps for
whee|chairs,|ifts,washroomfacititiestoaccommodatewheelchairsamongother
amenities for students with disabilities. similarly, the chief commissioner fof per_sons

with disabilities in New Delhi and the commissioner for persons with disabilities for
Maharashtra in Pune will also issue general instructions to all educational authorities in

the country directing them to provide barrier-free environment to such students.

The compliance report regarding issuance of specific instructions to educational ll
institutions to provide these facilities by March 31, 2015, shall be submitted oy ' I

December L5, 2014.
